How would you encourage them? 
3. Romans 1:18-32 could be a description of a U5. What causes you to stand in awe of God? 

4. What are some characteristics from this passage of a U5? 
5. Do you think that our society has changed for the better or worse since Paul wrote this description? Explain your answer.

6. Explain why there are so many wealthy and educated people who are also U5s. How would that relate to Acts 17:16-34 or 1 Corinthians 1:18-2:5? 

7. Why do you think that there are so many U5s who are over fifty? 

8. If you were seeking to get a U5 to think, what are some things that you might say to at least get them to begin to think that Christianity is credible? 
9. What do you believe is the biggest key to reaching a U5?
10. Oftentimes a U5 either grew up in the Church or was mistreated by a Church or Christians. What do you think are some contributing factors that might produce a U5 who grew up in the Church? How might their parents contribute to this? The Church? College? 
11. What was something that you learned in this chapter that really got your attention? 
12. What was something in this chapter that bothered you or that you found yourself resisting?
